Only animal feed purchased from the kiosk can be fed to the animals.
Children aged under 16 years must be accompanied by an adult and
be supervised at all times.

Fire assembly points are situated by the Wishing well, and in the main
car park.

The first aid point is at the Farm Park reception and accidents must be
reported to a member of staff.

Please watch out for and be aware of farm vehicles moving on site.
Please follow staff instructions for a safe day out. We will not tolerate
abusive language towards our staff members.

No smoking on the farm (including e-cigarettes and vaping).

Dogs are not allowed on the Farm Park.

Please use the nappy changing facilities provided.

Please use the bins provided.

Do not pick up any of the animals.

Do not climb on the fencing.
